During the meeting in Sofia the partners had a discussion about their vision on how the training modules should be developed. Each of them gave the precise title of its training module.

1) Improve the content of the first year´s output – the publication  "A comparative overview of

· revise and correct the version from the last year (English-grammar, style);

· put the right national flags;

· put the name of the author of the device shown on the cover page of the publication at the back of the cover page;

· insert the Table of Contents in the beginning and Chapter “Conclusions” in the end of the publication;

· insert the English version of the file / information written in Italian,

· insert all the missing files – BG, RO, GE.

2) Each of the partners will develop a training module on the relevant topics as follows:

· Bulgaria – Developing a job-seeking skills for people with disabilities
· Germany – IT basics and the Internet
· Romania – Marketing/Management/Entrepreneurship – Start-up a business
· Italy – Creating a hospitable environment for disabled people in the enterprises.

3) For the next transnational meeting in Florence, each of the partners should be ready with the training schedule which will contain the following:

· Chapters (title of the chapters with hyperlinks)

· Contents (some key words and phrases)
